f) In case student awarded this Scholarship accepts any other Scholarship/financial assistance from any
other source, he/she shall be require to surrender this Scholarship and also refund the amount received
by him/her on account of this Scholarship from the date he/she accepts the other Scholarship / financial
assistance.

g) In case student discontinues studies without valid reasons, the Scholarship also is discontinued
immediately.

h) In case Scholarship falls Vacant, it may be awarded for the residuary period to another eligible student by
merit,

i) Any amount accruing from the interest from the endowment and not spent during the fifth Semester shall
be added to the corpus of the endowment fund.
